Job Responsibilities: Beginning in about February of each year, 
the Coordinator of this programme will be responsible for the col-
lection of warm clothing (e.g. sweaters, coats, hats, gloves, socks), 
as well as toiletries. The workers will begin arriving in mid to late 
March, and are seldom equipped for the cooler weather. These 
items can then be distributed to the workers, as needed.  
Working with the Parish Priest and/or Deacon, the coordinator will 
assist in scheduling a Spanish Mass, once a month, from April to 
November, and will communicate this to the workers. There will 
also be a need to organize and set up hospitality following the 
mass, either in the form of coffee and snacks or a meal.  
The coordinator may wish to assemble a team of volunteers to 
assist with this.  The coordinator will also liaise with other Minis-
tries within the Parish (e.g. Catholic Women’s League, St Vincent 
de Paul, Youth Ministry) in order to increase support for the sea-
sonal workers and to assist with the provision of meals following 
the Spanish Mass.   
Skills, Attitudes, Knowledge: The coordinator of this Ministry 
should be active members of the church community, be able to 
maintain confidentiality, and be respectful, compassionate and 
patient. 
Time Commitment: Much of this work will take place beginning in 
February, when the collection of items will begin so that they can 
be distributed to the workers upon their arrival. Workers begin ar-
riving in mid to late February, and continue to arrive in the spring. 
While the majority of the workers leave towards the end of sum-
mer, there are some who remain here until November.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Sixth  Sunday of Easter 
“I have called you friends.” Authentic friendship can seem hard 

to come by these days, especially in our transient society. We move 
away from family, change jobs, switch parishes, and end up in entirely 
new places with entirely new people. When we look for new friends, we 
all have different qualities we’re looking for. While we may think of cer-
tain standards of behavior necessary to be a “good” friend, we would 
hardly refer to them as rules or “commandments.”  

In fact, if a friendship or romantic relationship—new or old—
becomes characterized by imposed obligations, we would rightly be sus-
picious. Friendships, we understand, ought to be characterized by free-
dom. We love the person, even sacrifice for them at times because, 

within ourselves, we want to maintain 
the friendship. So why does Jesus use 
the language of command as he calls 
the Apostles his friends? “You are my 
friends if you do what I command you.” 
Jesus is radically transforming the con-
cept of commandment. In the Jewish 
heritage of the Apostles, they would 
hear the word “command” and immedi-

ately think of the strict Levitical law and distance from God. In introducing 
the language of friendship, Jesus ties “commandment” to inner freedom 
of heart. The disciples have this freedom precisely because they know 
“what [the] Master is doing.” Jesus has invited his followers into intimate 
friendship all along. He shares openly with them. He has patience with 
their flaws. He isn’t scandalized by their failures. He celebrates their suc-
cesses. We, too, have been called by love and invited into a relationship 
with Jesus. It is you and I that Jesus chooses and appoints. He does so 
personally, not from a distant mountain shrouded in clouds. This “new 
commandment” to “love one another” is received around the shared 
table in the breaking of the bread. 
Canada Health Day– May 12th: Canada Health Day is celebrat-
ed in health care facilities and community services across the 
country.  This day reminds us that health and healing are essen-
tial aspects of our baptismal vocation.  We are called to take re-
sponsibility for our personal health:  to prevent illness and to seek 
a healthy lifestyle.  Good health concerns the physical, emotional, 
social and spiritual health of our communities, respect for God’s 
creatures and the nurturing of the whole earth.  

 
The month of May—The Month of Mary—is a 
special time for Catholics to pay homage to our 
Blessed Mother Mary. She has a unique role in 
salvation history as the Mother of God, conceived 
without Sin, who by her own free will agreed to 
bring the “Word made flesh", (John 1:14) our Lord 
and Saviour Jesus Christ into the world. Mary is 
prefigured as the one who would crush the head of 

the serpent (a figure of Satan) in Genesis 3:15 through her Divine 
Son. Still she in no way overshadows Him, nor would she ever 
wish to! Her life in the Gospel years was one of service and great 
devotion to Jesus, from the cave in Bethlehem where she gave 
birth to Him, to Calvary in Jerusalem where she stood by His 
cross in His Crucifixion, from Crib to Cross, as it were. Her words 
still resonate with us today and challenge us to follow her exam-
ple of humility, obedience, and service to God. Next weekend, 
on Mother’s Day, Children’s Liturgy will participate in the 
Crowning of our Blessed Mother during the 9:30am Mass.
