Third SUNDAY OF LENT 
 “But the hour is coming, and is now here, when true wor-
shippers will worship the Father in Spirit and truth.” Are we true 
worshippers? Do we praise and honor God the Father in the way 
Jesus described to the Samaritan woman at the well? 
 It seems that this woman was caught up in logistics about 
where to worship more than how to worship. Her people wor-
shiped in one place, the Jews in another. She was puzzled by this 
and, even though she could see that Jesus was a prophet, she 
challenged him because she thought perhaps he wasn’t a true 

worshipper of God. The Lord’s re-
sponse to her was to shift the focus 
away from a particular physical loca-
tion for honoring God. In essence, he 
told her that what mattered was that 
we worship God by being filled with his 
Spirit, “the Spirit of truth, [who] will 
guide you to all truth,” as Jesus will 

say later in John’s Gospel (16:13). This woman, whose life was 
marked by such a sad string of broken relationships, had been 
missing the point. 
 Worshipping God means more than merely 
practicing a community ritual or frequenting a sa-
cred site. If we don’t come to truly know God by 
welcoming his Spirit into our hearts, then our wor-
ship will be empty and our lives will always be 
missing something. The deep fulfillment that is 
meant to come from following the Lord is a fruit of 
being filled with his Spirit. Without drinking fully of 
this “living water” that is available to all of us 
through the waters of baptism, we will always be 
seeking something more, like this poor woman. Instead, may we 
be true worshippers, who drink with satisfaction from the Lord’s 
own “spring of water welling up to eternal life.” 
 
On Saturday April 1, 2017, in every parish across the diocese, a 
priest will be available from 10am-2pm to hear individual confes-
sions.  There will also be Eucharistic Adoration during this time.  
No matter how long it has been, you are welcome to celebrate the 
Sacrament of Penance, which assists us in spiritual discipline as 
we turn away from sin and open our hearts to reconciliation and 
healing;  or you can also simply come to pray before the Lord.  
 
ATTENTION LECTORS:  If you have been scheduled to read on 
Palm Sunday (April 8/9) or Good Friday (April 14), your bind-
ers will be  available for you next weekend at the back of the 
church, with your name on it. Two readers are scheduled.  Please 
contact each other and assign yourselves the parts for the long 
gospel reading (Matthew—for Palm Sunday) as well as the first 
& second readings and the petitions (petitions for Palm Sunday 
only). A reminder that during Mass you are required to use 
the Passion Narrative Lectionaries which will be placed on 
both lecterns for you.  The binders are for practice reading 
only.  On your reading date, please bring the binders with you 
and leave them at the back of the church.

LENT: A TIME OF REFLECTION  
 Who am I?  Let’s slow down, pray, fast, and consider who we are 
in our relationship with Jesus Christ.  Lent gives Christians an 
opportunity to do just that.  We prepare for the celebration of 
Easter by considering Christ’s suffering and death.  We look at 
our relationship with Jesus. By looking into the scriptures, we can 
see the relationship God’s people had with Him. How they 
obeyed, how they sinned and how their relationship was restored.  
We can see the Disciples of Christ teaching the church the im-
portance of living a Christ-like life.  The Lenten season is a period 
of 40 days where Christians can fast, pray, repent, practice self 
denial, and practice the Spiritual Disciplines. This is all done so 
we can reflect on our Saviour, Jesus Christ. Reflect on His suffer-
ing.  Reflect on His life. Reflect on His Death and burial. Consider 
what His resurrection means for us. As the Lenten season comes 
to a conclusion with Holy Week, in our hearts and minds, we line 
the streets of Jerusalem to welcome Jesus on Palm Sunday.  On 
Holy Thursday we gather with brothers and sisters in Christ to 
celebrate the Last Supper.  Good Friday we see Jesus nailed to 
the Cross, and then he is taken down from the cross and placed 
in the tomb.  All is quiet until Sunday morning when we gather to 
worship and celebrate our resurrected Lord.   So many times we 
think that Lent is a period of time when we must give up some-
thing. We must give up a certain food, television, or some other 
habit.  I like to think that Lent is a time of gain. We reflect on our 
relationship with Jesus, and then our relationship becomes en-
riched, closer, and more personal.   
 
 

 

 

 
Countdown to Lent….  What is Lent? 
Lent is a season of forty days, not counting Sundays, which be-
gins on Ash Wednesday (March 1st) and ends on Holy Saturday. 
Lent comes from the Anglo Saxon word lencten, which means 
"spring." The forty days represents the time Jesus spent in the 
wilderness, enduring the temptation of Satan and preparing to 
begin his ministry. Lent is a time of repentance, fasting and prep-
aration for the coming of Easter. It is a time of self-examination 
and reflection. In the early church, Lent was a time to prepare 
new converts for baptism. Today, Christians focus on their rela-
tionship with God, often choosing to give up something or to vol-
unteer and give of themselves for others. Sundays in Lent are not 
counted in the forty days because each Sunday represents a 
"mini-Easter" and the reverent spirit of Lent is tempered with joy-
ful anticipation of the Resurrection.

WHY DO WE DO THAT? - CATHOLIC 
TRADITIONS EXPLAINED Question:  What can I 
do to keep up the spirit and practice of Lent in my 
life?   
Answer: Lent is an intense retreat, a forty-day 

period of reflection and penance that prepares us to celebrate 
the passion, death, and resurrection of Christ. Our 
communication with God and our awareness of him is the 
purpose of prayer. Setting aside extra time each day helps 
intensify the season. Prayer includes daily Mass, Stations of the 
Cross, and the Sacrament of Penance.  Making reparation for 
sin as well as disciplining our hearts and minds to focus on God 
is the purpose of penance. It helps us restore a sense of 
balance to our souls, thrown out of kilter by sin. Penance 
includes personal sacrifice, self-denial, fasting, almsgiving, and 
charitable works. Finally, spiritual practices help us sharpen our 
understanding and insight into the meaning and understanding 
of our faith. When you take your faith seriously, you do what is 
necessary to follow Jesus more closely, to integrate your life and 
your faith more carefully.
